Australia. Based in Bunbury, Kyra commenced her first competitive race riding after she
completed year 12.

Kyra must present to each race meeting in ultimate fitness and health to perform at a
professional standard for each race ride. Each horse and race require different riding skills so
to achieve the best possible result. During her 15 year career to date, she has ridden in races
at the 28 various racetracks in WA. And has also ridden in SA, VIC, and NT. To date she has
ridden 818 winners. Her goal is to ride 1000 winners in her career.
